1. Opening Remarks/Call to Order. The meeting was chaired by BVRA member Keith Ellison. Mayor Fitzgerald, Councillors Allen, Clarke, McQueen, and Silverton, were present from the Municipality of Grey Highlands.

5. Questions/Discussions:
Q. How has the planner reconciled their position with the BVRA position? 
A. The GH planning report is extensive, but density, cumulative impact, and ground water management are not adequately addressed in the report, and should be the concerns/responsibility of the GH Council.  
Comment: Due to the impact of climate change, a well on less than 4 and half acres is hazardous. 
Q. What is our greatest need? Lawyer, Hydrogeologist?
A.  BVRA maintains respect for the peer reviewers, but there are gaps in the Buck/Burnside Reports. Additional hydrogeologist input could address these gaps.  
Comment: It is understood by many sources that the 5 recently new buildings on the west side of Windy Lane were required to sign “non-opposition” clauses to any new development, behind their properties.
Q. How did the developer come this far?
A.  A historical context: In 2006, the developer hired DC Slade (Collingwood) who hired experts to produce karst, hydrogeology and settlement capability studies. Reports were published in 2008. GH Council hired peer reviewer Burnside, and Grey County hired peer reviewer Marcus Buck. These reports were published in Feb. 2008, and 2009.
Q. What are the conditional approvals required by GH
[bookmark: _GoBack]A. Right to name the roads, height restrictions, removal of construction garbage from sink holes.
Comment:  Oppose in its current form at GH, GC, and the OMB.  We need a lawyer who is skilled in municipal affairs.
Comments:  Other options might be a lobbyist, Council of Canadians. We are not being listened to.
Q. Have we connected with Grey County?
A. In correspondence with Grey County who are awaiting decision    from GH.
Q. What is the time frame?
A. GH Council meets twice a month.
Comment: Need a mechanism for raising funds, and to be approved by the membership.
Comment: BVRA should meet with Mayor, even if proponent declines, and should also strive to meet with proponent.
Q. Whose wells are affected?
A. During recent drilling of 4 new wells on Windy Lane, many existing wells were filled with mud. Who is responsible to fix our wells after the problems occur?
Comment: Another small “brief” to Council
A. Yes, can focus on the “ignored” material which Council needs to                                     
be reminded of.
