On December 13, Ed O’Neil and Cathy Little made a presentation to the newly composed Grey Highlands Council.

The BVRA re-emphasized our concerns for the potential of a cumulative negative impact for the proposed 45 building lots.

1. Density
2. Quality and quantity of water
3. Unacceptability of private wells and sewage systems in an area already susceptible to well water shortages and contamination.

Since the BVRA’s last presentation to GH Council in June, the M of E. continues to have concerns.

On Thursday Dec. 16, The Owen Sound Sun Times (p.3) has run an article on the BVV proposal; referring to the concerns of the ratepayers, GH Council, and the proponent.  We urge you to track this article.
Your executive will be meeting on Dec. 28, to strategize and prioritize. It is critical that the BVRA membership is informed, and that all decisions and actions are supported by the membership. We will be in communication with you after this date.
